Sometimes a little money can make a big difference

The Arlington Community Foundation is accepting proposals for funding from the Arlington Education Fund and the Rabil-Armstrong Instructional Staff Development Fund.  Organizations and individuals with projects designed to meet educational needs of Arlington residents are encouraged to apply.  The Education Fund will award grants of up to $1,500 of total project cost and the Rabil-Armstrong Fund will award grants of up to $1,000.   Please note:  All correspondence and grant payments will be sent to the principal or agency director.

The goal of the Arlington Education Fund is different from that of other grantors.  As the Fund celebrates its 10th Anniversary, it wants to emphasize the philosophy that sets it apart.  Sometimes a little money can make a big difference.  Applicants are encouraged to apply for funding for projects that no one has ever done, that are inventive and have a “wow, what a great idea” factor.  The more ingenious the better!  The fund started with a donation of $163.13.  In the following ten years, it has made grants in excess of $240,000 for activities ranging from papier mâché pets for patients at Children’s Hospital to books for student/parent after school activities.  The fund has supported projects for preschool to adult learners.

The goal of the Rabil-Armstrong Instructional Staff Development Fund is to support professional development for teachers and administrators of Arlington Public Schools.  This could be accomplished through attendance at workshops, university and institute courses, conferences, consultant services, special training or materials.  Grants from this Fund are intended to benefit the instructional program rather than to promote an individual’s personal career goals.

The Arlington Community Foundation receives and manages gifts to support education.  An independent advisory committee of business, community and educational leaders oversees the Funds’ grant-making and resource development.

Applications must be received at the Arlington Community Foundation office by Friday, October 14, 2005, for school year 2005-06 projects or programs.

Application Format:  To apply, submit one original application.  The Foundation will not accept applications submitted by fax or e-mail.  In two to three pages, provide the following information about your grant request (these may be in the form of bullets):

· Proposal Summary: Briefly describe your proposal.  Include the project goals, activities, and timetable. 

· Needs:  Summarize the needs that will be addressed by this project. 

· Impact:  Describe the potential impact of this project.

· Evaluation:  How will we know if your project is successful?

· Applicant:  Describe the organization and the project coordinator and his/her ability to implement the proposal.

· Budget:  Include income, expenses, and in-kind contributions for the project.  Please be specific.

· Past Support:  Has this project been funded previously by the Arlington Education Fund?  If so, discuss the results of that effort and how this request builds on or continues the previous work.

Deadline:  Fall 2005 grant applications must be received by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, October 14, 2005. The Foundation will not accept applications by fax or e-mail.
